Accommodation 

Accommodation is provided by the Coffs Coast Conference and Camping Centre,  

aka The Centre. Located at Bonville, The Centre is the Coffs Coast’s newest Sport  

and Recreation facility. Beautifully positioned on 26 rural acres, 10 minutes south of Coffs Harbour’s CBD. Boasting mod-

ern, air conditioned dormitory accommodation with adjoining ensuites, allowing you to kick back and relax in comfort, 

after a fun filled day. The Centre can accommodate up to 100 overnight guests. 

 

Catering 

The Centre will take care of all your catering needs. Providing you with freshly made, healthy meals  

prepared daily. Packed lunches will be arranged for the days your group will be offsite and special dietary requirements 

can also be arranged with prior notice.
